Cub Scouting is about families.  It is not an activity where you drop off your child, he “practices,” then you pick him up.  Dad, mom, brothers, sisters can ALL be involved in scouting.  Although lots of activities may be accomplished at den or pack meetings, much of the advancement work will need to be completed at home with the family’s help and involvement.  In this regard, please become familiar with the Tiger, Wolf, Bear or Webelos Handbook, particularly its parent section.

The Heart of America Council (HOAC) encompasses the Kansas City area, which includes its surrounding areas. HOAC is divided into 13 districts.  The Red-Tailed Hawk (RTH) District is basically the city of Olathe.  The Pack is made up of Dens, which are groups of boys usually in the same grade as that of your son. Each Den has a specific numeral attached to it. Collectively, we are Cub Scouts, and are members of the national organization, the Boy Scouts of America (BSA).

CHARTERED ORGANIZATION 
All Packs have a Chartered Organization, which acts as a ‘sponsor.’ Pack 3086 is chartered by Brougham Elementary’s Parent/Teacher Club (PTC).  Brougham is the site of the month pack meeting (generally the fourth Tuesday of each month, 6:30 p.m.).

DENS AND DEN MEETINGS
Lots of Cub Scouting happens in the den. The Council provides monthly themes to assist leaders in planning activities that are fun for the boys, but also build character (see Attachment B).  

Please remember that your son’s Den Leader is a volunteer, spending time and effort to help your son ‘do his best’ to earn recognition, participate in the fun, and gain all the positive values that the Cub Scout program offers. Please assist them in the following ways.

· Wear your official uniform.  Shirt should be tucked neatly into pants.  Wear your belt and neckerchief!

· Please have your son to den meetings on time. Your den leaders have lots of activities planned and it is important to have the whole group together to begin the evening’s fun and projects.

· If you do not stay for the den meeting, please pick up your son from den meetings on time. Your den leader has places to go and kids that they have to put to bed, too. Better yet, ask your den leader if they could use an extra pair of hands to help at the meeting and stay. Not only will your help be appreciated, but also you can see what your son is working on.

Note:  Tiger Cubs must have an Adult Partner with them at all scout functions, including meetings.  Enjoy the time together!

· Please come prepared.  Please make sure your son has his handbook, and anything else he needs for the meeting before leaving the house.  Official uniform or pack activity shirt is appropriate for den meetings.  Cubs are encouraged to wear their uniform to school on the day of den or pack meetings.

· Be an active parent. Everybody has some special abilities that can be of great help in matters relating to Cub Scouts. If asked to do so, please complete a Parent Talent Survey and return it to your den leader. In addition to the boys learning new skills, they get an extra sense of pride in seeing their own parent(s) involved and demonstrating their know-how.  Besides, this stuff is fun! (


WHAT HAPPENS AT A PACK MEETING?
	Wear your official uniform.  Shirt should be tucked neatly into pants.  Wear your belt and neckerchief!


Whereas at Den meetings the boys might do activities towards earning rank badges and awards, the monthly Pack meeting is where these awards are presented.  It is an important part of the program, as it allows the boys to receive their recognition in front of the group as a whole, inspires the younger scouts to strive towards achieving future ranks, and brings everybody together for the big night!
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Pack meetings also follow the monthly theme.  The Cubmaster and Assistant Cubmaster (the planners and emcees of the pack meeting) will ‘do their best’ to make sure that each Den has a chance to:

· Display handiwork they made at home or a den meeting, or

· Sing a song they learned, or

· Present a simple skit they’ve rehearsed, or

· Tell about an interesting place they visited.
An important part of pack meetings is developing a comfort level in front of a group.  It’s remarkable to see the kids’ growth in this area.

Please observe the followings guidelines regarding Pack meetings.

· Wear your official uniform.  Shirt should be tucked neatly into pants.  Wear your belt and neckerchief!

· Please accompany your son to the Pack meeting.  Pack meetings are a family event - brothers, sisters, grandparents are invited, but most of all, YOU!  We appreciate your attendance not only to help keep order at the meeting (things can get a bit rowdy), but also because awards in Scouting may be presented to the parent who then presents it to the Scout. Cub Scouts is a family program.  Bring your camera!

· Please arrive at Pack meetings on time.  Plan on arriving at least ten minutes early to settle in, browse the newsletter, confer with your son’s Den leader about current events, chat with friends, etc., as the meeting needs to begin on time. If your son is helping out as a member of a flag ceremony, or assisting with other Pack meeting activities, it is imperative to have him there early.

· Uniform!  The Pack meeting is definitely the place to wear your official Cub Scout uniform, tucked in - looking sharp!  You never know when a uniform inspection might take place.

Pack 3086 also has activity t-shirts for sale. These t-shirts are appropriate for many of the pack’s outdoor activities.  They are available to parents too.

Most of all, we hope to make Pack meetings entertaining, enriching, and FUN!!!

Please volunteer freely.  You are sure to find it a rewarding experience, and one in which you and your son will remember that you did together.  Your help will give the pack a chance to keep its part of the promise, “The Pack Helps the Cub Scout Grow”.  Remember, the Pack is all of us working together... leaders, parents, and Scouts.

Unlike other programs your son might enroll in, Cub Scouting involves the whole family, no matter what size or parental make-up exists in the home. As parent, your roll varies from rank to rank.

UNIFORMS, PATCHES AND ACCESSORIES
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Scouts in uniform are more conscious of their role in Cub Scouting and, whether conscious of it or not, feel a sense of pride and belonging when wearing one. His official uniform provides a proper place for the display of badges earned and a way for him to ‘show the world’ that he has been rewarded for his achievements.

In addition, Scouts in uniform create a strong, positive, visible image in the community that helps to strengthen the important ties between the public and the Scouting organization.
1.
Where to Buy.  Uniform, belt, patches and accessories are available at Nill Bros. at 135th and Mur-Len.  


For a real treat, visit the Scout Shop at the Heart of America Council’s headquarters at I-435 and Holmes. In addition to uniforms, they carry everything you see in the Scout Catalog or online and then some. Enjoy the time spent there! Your son will love it!
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2.
Official Blue Cub Scout Shirt.  The main article of the Cub Scout uniform is the navy shirt, as it displays the rank of the Scout, and identifies him as belonging to a certain Den, Pack and Council. When purchasing a new uniform, remember that your son is growing and if, for example, he is now a newly signed up Wolf Cub, get an extra size larger, so he can wear it for his Bear year as well.
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Although jeans are discouraged by BSA, members of Pack 3086 generally wear them with their uniform shirt neatly tucked in.

3.
Activity T-Shirt.  Pack 3086 also has activity t-shirts for sale and are available in both youth and adult sizes. These t-shirts are appropriate for many of our outdoor activities.  Please contact Diane Conner if you are interested in purchasing a t-shirt(s). 
4.
Patches.  In addition to purchasing the uniform, there will be many patches that need to be sewn on your son’s shirt.  Please pay close attention as to where on the uniform these need to be placed.  Refer to Attachment C for uniform insignia placement.
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Badge/Rank.  It is important that when your son receives his Bobcat, Tiger, Wolf, Bear and Webelos badges that they be a part of his official Cub Scout uniform.  Please affix the rank badge to his shirt as soon as possible. He earned it and will certainly be anxious to display it.
· Activity patches.  Some activity patches are not part of the official Cub Scout uniform and are not to be placed on it.  These may be placed on a patch vest, or on any other personal clothing where they may be displayed proudly (jean jacket, backpack, etc.).

OPTIONAL:  Official Cub Scout Shorts or Pants.

*Neckerchief will be provided by the pack and presented to newly registered Tiger cubs at the September pack meeting.  Slides are available for each rank level, however if you do not want to purchase a slide every year, the pack recommends you purchase the standard Cub Scout slide (wolf on dark blue background).

Note to Webelos:  If a Webelos Scout is just joining or has outgrown his navy blue Cub Scout shirt, he may purchase the tan Webelos/Boy Scout shirt.  Either one is acceptable for this rank.
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REGISTRATION FEES


The following is an outline of what fees are required for your son’s involvement in the Pack.

· B.S.A. Dues  [$10.00] – This annual fee is paid upon registration and annually at the beginning of every school year in which your son participates in Cub Scouts.  It must be collected from every registered Scout and Adult leader for the annual rechartering of the Pack. This fee is for yearly membership to B.S.A., which includes insurance coverage for the boys and Adult Leaders at all Scout functions. 
· Pack 3086 Dues  [$65.00] – This annual fee must be paid in full by the September pack meeting.  It is used to purchase the many awards that will be presented to your son throughout the year, his rank neckerchief, Pinewood Derby car, Raingutter Regatta boat, expenses related to the Blue and Gold banquet, etc.  [See Attachment D]
· Boys Life Magazine [$12.00] – It is suggested, but optional, that Cub Scouts subscribe to Boy’s Life magazine.  Many boys get a special thrill from receiving their own mail.

Other Pack activities may require additional fees, such as campouts.  Scout account funds may be used to pay these fees.  The Pack Committee strives to make lots of opportunities available; however participation is not required for all events.  It is understood that families have schedules to balance.

Scout Account.  Each scout’s financial transactions are tracked by the Pack Treasurer via a “scout account.”  The account will itemize receipts and expenditures on behalf of the scout.  The Pack Treasurer will be available at Pack meetings to settle scout accounts and answer questions.  

The Pack maintains a bank account at US Bank with records being kept by the Pack Treasurer, who reports monthly to the Pack Committee.



FUNDRAISING

TRAILS END POPCORN SALE.  The annual popcorn fundraiser held in the fall generates funds for scouting, Pack 3086 and each individual Cub Scout.

"Scout Account" funds remain with the scout as long as he is in Cub Scouts or Boy Scouts.  The funds may be used to pay for him to attend day camp, overnight camp, or any other pack activity.
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PANCAKE BREAKFAST.  The pack has hosted a pancake breakfast the last two years in the spring with the ultimate goal of purchasing the pack’s own pinewood derby track.  All scouts are expected to sell a minimum of 10 tickets and to serve breakfast at the event.  


A Brief Summary of the Cub Scout Program

The Boy Scouts of America was founded in 1910, and became federally chartered with the United States in 1916. Cub Scouts came into being in 1930.  Millions of boys have worn the uniform, cooked over an open fire at a campsite, earned their Bobcat, raced their Pinewood Derby cars, worked on service projects, and made new friends under the umbrella of Scouting.

Underneath all this fun and excitement is a character-building program that encourages making good ethical choices, family strengthening, physical fitness, and citizenship skills in the lives of our boys. 
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Awards and Recognition.  Awards and recognition is a big part of scouting.  Your son is encouraged to "do his best" as he completes the rank requirements outlined in his handbook.  In doing so, he will earn beads for his "Progress Toward Rank."  These beads are displayed on an emblem worn on his official uniform.  He can proudly show his advancement over the course of the year. 
Some scouts will begin earning their rank and crossing over to the next rank as early as February at a special ceremony during the Blue and Gold Banquet.  Others will earn their rank in the following months.  [Note:  All requirements to earn that year's rank must be completed by May 31.]

Elective activities (also listed in the handbook) will keep your son engaged in scouting while other members of his den finish their requirements.  Completion of electives allow scouts to earn additional recognition (Tigers – yellow elective beads; Wolves and Bears - Arrow Points).

Please keep in mind that although there are lots of awards and recognitions in Scouting, Pack 3086 will strive towards the end that these achievements are earned through significant, meaningful methods and events that your son will remember for a long time.
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Bobcat Badge.  All scouts will earn their Bobcat badge prior to beginning work on their rank (see handbook).  This badge represents the "Key to Scouting" – that they (and you) understand the basic concepts of scouting.

Tiger, Wolf and Bear Rank.  At the Tiger, Wolf, and Bear ranks, Cub Scouting centers around monthly themes that have lots of appeal to boys at this age. During den meetings, the boys will be playing games, building craft projects, learning songs, etc. relating to this theme.  In doing so, these boys will be improving on different skills as they learn to get along with others, become more resourceful, and participate in new activities and venues.  Please keep in mind that the majority of handbook requirements will need to be completed at home, not at den meetings.

Webelos.  At the Webelos level, however, the majority of the work toward earning Activity Badges and the Webelos rank will be completed during den meetings.

Webelos I’s are 4th graders; Webelos II’s are 5th graders.  Webelos I work toward earning their Webelos badge then continue to earn additional Activity Badges to gain new knowledge and skills in diverse areas.  Webelos II’s may still be earning Activity Badges, but they will also begin focusing on completing other requirements for their Arrow of Light award and interacting with various Boy Scout Troops.
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Summertime  
Although Pack 3086 follows a ‘Scout year’ of September to May, the Pack encourages scouts and their families to participate in summertime activities, which in recent years included day camp, Bear and Webelos resident (overnight) camps, Raingutter Regatta, fishing “derby,” Pack Bike Hike and Pack Picnic.  The Pack Committee welcomes suggestions for other activities and encourages any parent(s) to organize an event for the Pack (such as a pack campout, bowling event, space derby, kite derby, baseball game, pack swim). 

One activity each month (in June, July and August) will be designated as the Pack activity for that month.  Attendance at all three designated activities will earn the Scout a Summertime Activity pin.  Summertime activities also serve to establish camaraderie among scouts, among parents and maintain communication and enthusiasm for scouting.
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Thank you for taking the time to go over this handbook!  With your help, this will be an exciting, rewarding experience for you, your son, your family, and your Pack.
